For us, the Oregon Pinot possesses elegant perfume of dried roses, plum, boysenberry, and forest
floor, with a beautifully textured mid-palate, nice structure, and distinct earth
nuances underlying it all.

Winemaking Notes:
My continuing adventures on the Pinot noir trail lead to a novel joint project for 2002. We shipped 
2 tons of Carneros Pinot noir to Laurent Montalieu (Oregon winemaker extraordinaire, currently 
making wonderful wines under his Solena label) in Oregon in exchange for 2 tons of Willakenzie 
Estate Pinot noir from Oregon’s Willamette Valley. This was something that had been on my to 
do list for quite some time having grown up in the center of the Willamette Valley anddiscovered 
this grape called Pinot in my formative years there. For both of us it was an opportunity to work 
with a different pallette of flavors and compare our unique interpretations. A little luck was on 
our side as 2002 turned out to be an outstanding vintage on both sides of the Mason-Dixon line.
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
