Vintner’s Collective to open in historic Pfeiffer Building

NAPA, June 21, 2002 - Local artisanal vintners will soon have a showcase in downtown Napa.  The Vintner’s Collective Tasting Room, opening in mid August, will feature Mason Cellars, Melka Wines, Vinoce Vineyards, Cafaro Cellars, Patz & Hall, Elan Vineyards and Mi Sueño Cellars. Vintner’s Collective is located at 1245 Main Street in the Landmark Pfeiffer Building, which is the oldest stone building in Napa, built in 1875. Visitors and locals will be able to taste wines from some of the most celebrated and sought after wineries in the Napa Valley. 

According to owner Garret T. Murphy, “The winemakers who make up our Tasting Room have built their reputations over the years by creating some of the Napa Valley’s most desirable wines.  The time has come for them to have a location that matches their talent.” The company expects to open its doors this summer with an additional three vintners on board. “I suppose we’ll have to keep those names under wraps until the Grand Opening on August 17,” said Mr. Murphy.   

Vintner’s Collective is thrilled to be part of the downtown Napa community, and to be part of its rebirth.  The Pfeiffer Building has been carefully and lovingly restored by Michael Black, who has fond stories of the building’s history as the Stone Saloon, the Sam Kee Laundry, and the Andrews Meat Co. The interior of the Pfeiffer Building, designed by J. A. Jones Interiors, will respect the history and character of the building with clean, modern design, and a focus on natural materials.  A beautiful wood tasting bar will be complemented by custom-built wood furniture and shelving.
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
